Proper Use

Your Stella Pro LoRaWAN is used to
regulate a radiator valve. This makes it
possible to regulate the room
temperature time-controlled and via
an app or webinterface. Your Stella
Pro LoRaWAN moves a radiator valve
to control the flow of heat into the
radiator. Your Stella Pro LoRaWAN can
be installed on all common radiator
valves. Only use your Stella Pro
LoRaWAN indoors.

Inserting and connecting the
battery

The Stella Pro LoRaWAN is powered
by a lithium battery (3.6 V, C cell). This
is equipped with a High Load
Connector (HLC). The battery is
connected to the plug in the battery
compartment using the cable
provided on the battery.

Please ensure that the connection is
correct before the device gets into
use.

Pairing Process

After inserting the battery, LED 1
flashes green quickly. The device is in
pairing mode.

When the device has successfully
registered to the cloud server, LED 1
lights up green.

Installation

The product can be mounted on
radiator valves that have an M30

x 1.5 mm thread. For installation on
valves with other mounting options,
metal adapters are available on our
Website www.eurotronic.org.

Assembly

After a successful connection, the
device switches to mounting mode.
The Stella Pro LoRaWAN can be
mounted when LED 2 flashes slowly
and is green. After installation, press
button 2 for 3 seconds. LED 2 flashes
green quickly during adaptation.
Otherwise, the Stella Pro LoRaWAN
adapts automatically after 2 minutes.
Adaptation is successfully completed
when LED 2 does not light up red.

Reset the device

To reset, press button 1 for 10
seconds until all 3 LEDs light up red.
LED 1 then flashes green again quickly
and the device is in pairing mode
again.
